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Rotary Champions 2012 Nomination Form

ABOUT THE PROGRAM

Rotary Champions is an annual event presented by the Rotary clubs of the Pikes Peak Region.  The awards banquet is held to honor outstanding scholar athletes from El Paso and Teller County high schools who have placed a high value on academics and leadership in school, community and home.

Recognition certificates are given to the nominees from each high school in all sports.  A Champion is selected in 24 sports and awarded a special Champions Medallion.  
Champions 2012 will honor a male and female Scholar-Athlete of the year.  Each will be presented with a $5,000 scholarship, paid over four years, and a trophy.  
Spencer Wenck of Palmer Ridge High School and Tenley Barr of St. Mary’s High School were named the 2011 Rotary Scholar-Athletes of the Year.

In addition, the “Ian Weikel Champion of Service Award”, given to the student who exemplifies community service in his or her daily life, was awarded to Mackenzie Mulligan-Buckmiller of Manitou High School.  Named for Captain Ian Weikel, a former Rotary Champion, an award of $500 is directed to the local charity of the student’s choice.  This award is made possible by a generous grant from the Pikes Peak Area Rotary Endowment.
GENERAL INFORMATION

The program is intended to recognize well-rounded high school students, specifically those who excel in the areas of scholarship, athletics leadership and community service.  

Minimum requirements for nomination include: participation in a CHSAA sanctioned varsity sport, 3.0 GPA or higher, and evidence of leadership in school, community and home.  Parents, students and school officials are encouraged to participate in the completion of this form. All nomination forms must be typed or legibly printed.  Nomination forms may include, but are not required to include, a single page letter of recommendation from a community organization, submitted with application only.  

A student may be nominated in only one sport. Applications received after stated deadlines for each sport will not be eligible for the Champions Scholarship Award. All applications must follow the above guidelines.  Each school’s Athletic Director is requested to supervise the completion of this nomination form, and if additional nomination forms are needed, they can be downloaded from our website at www.RotaryChampions.com
